
 

LADY SKOLLIE 
(b. 1987 Cape Town, South Africa) 
 
Lady Skollie (Laura Windvogel) is a South African artist whose work confronts a range of issues in 
contemporary society. She is a provocative storyteller, using vibrant symbolism – such as fruit, flowers 
and bodily forms – to challenge social taboos and interrogate power structures surrounding gender 
and race. Working primarily in drawing – using ink, watercolour and crayon – she creates bold, 
large-scale figurative compositions that combine humour and erotic imagery with social critique. 
 
Drawing on personal experience and cultural memory, her practice frequently engages with the 
histories and identities of Khoi-San and Cape Coloured communities, addressing the gaps and 
distortions produced by colonialism and apartheid. The moniker ‘Skollie’ is a widely-used derogatory 
term to describe a shady character, historically used in South Africa when a person of colour was in a 
place deemed unsuitable by the white populace. Lady Skollie embraces this ‘shadiness’, combining it 
with an interplay of masculine and feminine energies, creating a space where the disparate parts of 
her personality are reconciled.  
 
Windvogel studied at the Peter Clarke Art Centre and later completed a BA in History of Art and Dutch 
Literature at the University of Cape Town. Her work has been widely exhibited in South Africa and 
internationally and has received major recognition, including the Standard Bank Young Artist Award for 
Visual Art (2022) and the FNB Art Prize (2020). In 2019 she was commissioned by the South African 
government to design a new coin to commemorate twenty five years of constitutional democracy in 
South Africa.
